We are an all-volunteer 
organization (approximately 
200) with the exception  

manager. Volunteers handle 
everything from mowing  
our ten acres, raising puppies, 
cleaning kennels, book-
keeping, providing weekend 
respite care, and serving 
on the board of directors 
and more. All equipment, 
supplies, and instruction are 
provided at no cost to our 
volunteers. We would love to 
have you join our team.

OUR MISSION
Our Mission is to 

enhance the physical and 
psychological quality of life 
for Veterans and First Respo- 
nders by providing highly- 
trained mobility assistance 
service dogs and psychiatric 
(PTSD) service dogs at no 
cost to our clients.

Since 2013, we have 
provided over seventy dogs 
to enhance the lives of 
wounded Veterans and First 
Responders. The Veteran 
or First Responder/Canine 
team becomes a part of 
our family for the life of that 
dog. We are available to 
our teams 24 hours a day/7 
days a week. We also help 
to ensure that VA service 
dog benefits are provided 
if applicable and will 
advocate on their behalf  
if they need us to.
